Questions for Group Discussion  

1. In which category would you currently put yourself?

2. Where do you think the Lord may be calling you to grow in loving one another 

more? Consider the words of chapter 4v12 ‘No one has ever seen God; but if we love 

one another, God lives in us and his love is made complete in us.’ 

 

3. To grow in love for one another is to grow in maturity. Discuss together what 

perhaps holds you back. How could you depend on the Lord and move forward? 

 

 

4. ‘This is love: not that we loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as an 

atoning sacrifice for our sins. Dear friends, since God so loved us, we also ought to 

love one another’ Spend some time sharing together what has warmed your heart 

this morning from the gospel, then share how you can be praying for one another 

this coming week.
